Following successful eradication in 2015,
large patches of Eurasian Water Milfolil
have reappeared in our northern bays.

Our plan is to spend $11,000 for an EWM
herbicide treatment this summer, which will
cover an area of about five acres.

We have been encouraged to apply for a
subsidy from the state in 2018. Funds are
tight and we may not qualify.

Based on plant survey results, we will need
to pay for EWM abatement every 3 years to
stop the spread of this noxious weed.

An appeal has been filed following the W1
judge’s ruling in favor of the state (vs. Mr.
Hausman of Round Lake).
